Industries Minister's visit to UK, USA & Canada

Industries Minister Mr. Amir Hossain Amu MP leads a six member delegation to see the recent developments
in Accreditation, Standards, Metrology, Testing laboratories and educational institutions in the United
Kingdom, United States of America and Canada.

Other members of the delegation were S M Ghulam Farooque, Member, Industry & Power Division Planning
Commission, Iqgramul Haque, Director General, BSTI, Sheikh Nazrul Islam, Chief, IMED, Md. Anwarul-Alam,
Deputy Chief, Ministry of Industries, Fakhrul Mazid Mahmud, Assistant Private Secretary to Hon'ble Minister,
Ministry of Industries.

This visit programme focused on to see the conditions of those advanced countries and compare their
achievements with our existing capacities and asses the gap for further development.

The team went round the British Standard Institution (BSI). This Institute develops and maintain
British Standards and represent the UK in European Union and International Standardization
(ISO/IEC). All Government Departments and Executives agencies are member of BSI. This organization
is similar to our Bangladesh standards and Testing Institution (BSTI). Howard Kerr, Chief Executive of
BSI-Explaned about the activities and exchanged views with the executives working over there.

They also visited United Kingdom Accreditation Service (UKAS). UKAS providing accreditation
services to the laboratories in UK as per ISO 17011.Rob Bettinson, Divisional Director (Technical)
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explained the activities of the organization.They provide services in the field of Quality-environment, housing
and property, food, health & safety, high ways and fare trading of weights and measures. UKAS accredits
around 1500 Laboratories, over 150 certification bodies and 230 Inspection bodies.

They further went to see the activities of Better Regulations Delivery Office (BRDO). Programme Manager of
this institute Mr. Erica Butler explained about the activities of BRDO. This organization is similar to our
proposed National Quality Policy Implementation Office under Ministry of Industries.

On second leg of the visit they went NewYork State Department of Agriculture & Markets. This Department is
situated at City of Albany the Capital City of New York State. Mr. Michael J. Sikula, Director (Weights &
Measures) explained various aspects of metrology and their applications in the market place of New York.

Ms. Karen Stephany, Quality Assurance Manager, New York State Food Laboratory briefed about the activities
of the laboratories. The team went round different sections of the food testing laboratory and see ongoing
testing activities of different food samples.

Team visited National Institute of Standards and Technology under United States Department of Commerce
in Washington. Mr. Katya Delak, International Affairs Officer (International and Academic Affairs Office)
explained various aspects of the organization. Mr. Kari Harper and Bradley W. Moore Program Manager briefed
about the activities of various laboratories. They went round different laboratories and witnessed the
activities of those laboratories. This organization is similar to our BSTI in USA.

The team also visited Canadian Association for Laboratory Accreditation Inc (CALA) at Ottowa, Canada. Mr. C.
Charles Brimley, President and CEO explained various aspects of Accreditation services, Proficiency Testing
services, training services, while Mr. Colleen Cotter, Accreditation Manager and Mr. Ken Middlebrook, Proficiency
Testing Manager, were present on the occasion. All CALA services are designed and delivered to inspire
excellence in laboratories: to promote a better understanding of test results in their clients; and to earn the

confidence of regulators. CALA is an Internationally recognized not for profit accreditation body serving



both public and private sector testing laboratories in Canada and aboard. This organization is similar to
Bangladesh Accreditation Board (BAB).

At last the team visited Institute for Quality Management in Healthcare at Toronto. Mr. J. Aynn, Chief
Executive Officer explained the various aspects of the organization with special emphasis on their
educational activities and accreditation of Medical Laboratories on ISO 15189. While Ruth Morales
and Julie Coffey, Associate Director explained the significance of their activities in the society. In
Canada Medical Laboratories accreditation were voluntary in the past beat now it is mandatory. This
organization also organizing proficiency testing in a very wider way. A large number of laboratories
all over the world participate proficiency testing with them. Bangladesh Accreditation Board (BAB) is
undergoing assessment of medical laboratories in the country and organize Proficiency Testing in a
similar way. Another team comprising with Md. Mosharraf Hossain Bhuiyan, ndc, Secretary, Ministry
of Industries as Team Leader, Md. Abu Abdullah, Director General, BAB, Md. Lutfor Rahman Tarafder,
Joint Chief and Project Director, BQI-BEST Project, Md. Mahubub-ul Islam, Joint Secretary, ERD, A,K,M
Shamsul Areefin, Joint Secretary, Muhammad Nurul Amin Khan, Senior Assistant Chief and Deputy
Project Director, BQI-BEST Project, Ministry of Industries also visited these organizations.

laboratories and secured environment friendly working atmosphere in those organizations. These
organizations maintaining ISO standard with harmonization of their own regulatory requiremrnts,
with national and international collaboration and cooperation.
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Right to information : people’s right to know

" | may not agree with what you say, but | will defend to
the death your right to say it" (referred to as 'Voltair's
famous maxim). It is generally known that every
human being is born with certain fundamental rights
such as, right to foaod, shelter, clothes, speech, justice,
etc. These rights are not only enshrined in the national
constitution but also recognized in the internatinal
instruments dealing with human rights. All the states in
the world are bound by the law to give priarity to these
basic rights in order to enhance the standard of life of
its people and the status of the states. To that effect,
United Nations Organization has adopted a Charter of
human rights shortly after its creation.

Freedom of information is one of the most important
basic rights of the citizens of a country. Right or access
to information of the general people to the state
owned documents have been denied or ignored by
the governments on the excuse of protecting secrecy
of the state since many years. However, for the first
time in the world a convention of granting Right to
Information to all its citizens was passed in Sweden in
1776. The first four RTI countries in the world are
Sweden (1776), Colombia (1888), Finland 1951 and
USA (1966). It is surprising that, from 1766 to 1865
only one country and from 1866 to 1965 only two
countries' people had experienced the freedom of
information. Considering the people's right to
information of the world the UN General Assembly
was pleased to pass a resolution in 1948 declaring
freedom of information as fundamental human right.
It has also been included in the article 19 of the
International Covenant on Civil and Political Rights
(ICCPR). At present, more than one hundred countries
in the world have taken initiatives to provide right to
information to their citizens.

In the recent years, Bangladesh has achieved
remarkable development in many sectors. A good
number of laws have been enacted to facilitate and
accelerate the development of the country. As a
result significant improvement has taken place in
social indicators like education, health and
sanitation etc. Per capita income has also been
increased and the rates of poverty and extreme
poverty have gone down significantly. Enactment of
Right to Information Act (RTIA) 2009 is a bold and
historic step of the government fulfilling the long
cherished desire of the people for access to
information particularly the information of state
owned public oriented organizations.The right to

information is a basic principle of a functioning
democracy and one of the core principles of good
governance. Free access to information is a key
component of transparent and accountable
government. It plays a vital role in enabling people to
see what is going on within government and other
organizations. In pursuance of their policy British
Government in 1923 had imposed "The Official
Secrets Act 1923" which provided no scope the
access of the public documents.

Right to Information Act, 2009 is a milestone in the
legal histary of Bangladesh. This is the first act after
independence of Bangladesh that ensures people's
right to obtain information from the government
offices and other organizations. In its preamble it was
thus stated that freedom of thought, conscience and
speech is recognized in the Constitution of the
People's Republic of Bangladesh as one of the
fundamental rights and right to information is an
inalienable part of freedom of thought, conscience and
speech. It further stated that it is necessary to ensure
right to information for the empowerment of the
people and if the right to infarmation of the people is
ensured, the transparency and accountability of all
public, autonomous and statutory erganizations and of
other private institutions constituted or run by
government or foreign financing shall be increased,
corruption of the same shall be decreased and as a
result good governance of the same shall be
established. Someone may want to know about
meaning of RTl and as per the Act "right to
information” means the right to obtain information
from any authority. The Act has clearly pointed out the
government and non government organizations as
authority which will serve the people with the
information disclosing proactively or supplying upon
request. According to RTIA "information" includes any
memo, book, design, map, contract, data, order,
notification, document, sample, letter, report, accounts,
project proposal etc. but it shall not include note-sheets
or copies of note-sheets of any authority. Authority
includes a broader periphery, besides government
organizations it has included almost all the private
organization or institutions which are controlled or
substantially financed either directly or indirectly by the
government and NGOs substantially funded by the
foreign aid. In the said Act it has been mentioned



that for supplying the information every authority
shall have "information providing unit" from the
head office to upazila office. Thus almost all the
government, statutory, autonomous organizations
and government or foreign aid utilizing NGOs
subject to the provision of the act are under purview
of the RTIA to furnish desired information to the
applicant, though the organizations and institutions
involved in state security and intelligence mentioned
in the Schedule have been kept out of this Act. But in
case of corruption and violation of human rights
these organizations are supposed to provide the
information.

One of the strongest features of This act is that it
compels the authority to proactively disclose the
specific information it held. In fact, Proactive
disclosure definitely reduces the number of requests
and delay in information delivery. It is stated that
every authority shall, publish and publicize all
information pertaining to any decision taken,
proceeding of activity executed or proposed by
indexing them in such a manner as may easily be
accessible to the citizens. Besides, every authority
shall publish a report every year which shall contain
almost all the particulars of its organization.To enrich
and meet the need or demand of the people for
desired information, the Act speaks that subject to
the provisions of this Act, every citizen shall have the
right to information from the authority, and the
authority shall, on demand from a citizen, be bound
to provide him with the information. The Act also
puts down great importance on "proactive
disclosure” as mentioned so as to minimize the
queries or request for access to information. In order
to ensure right to information under this Act, it has
been strictly instructed that every authority shall
prepare catalogue and index of all information and
preserve it in an appropriate manner in computer
and shall connect them through a country-wide
network to facilitate access to information.

Despite the law offers a huge area of getting
information, it preserves some restriction of
delivering information on a few state and people
related security, safety, law and order and other allied
items. In this regard it has been stated that
notwithstanding anything contained in any other
provisions of this Act there shall be no obligation to
give any citizen an information disclosure of which
would prejudicially cause a threat to the security,
integrity and sovereignty of the country; may affect
the existing relationship with any foreign country of

international organization or any regional alliance or
organization. Moreover few information on various
business and security related issues and the privacy
of the personal life of an individual or physical safety
of any person etc. have been exempted from
obligatory disclosure.

Getting information under this act is very simple.
Under this Act a person may apply to the Designated
Officer (DO) in prescribed form, available in each
information providing unit, requesting for
information either in writing or through electronic
means or through e-mail mentioning name, address,
fax number and e-mail address. The applicant should
mention correct and clear description of the
information sought for; description of the modes
how he wants to have the information, that is
making inspection, having copy, taking note or any
other approved method. In the case of obtaining
information the applicant may be required to pay
reasonable fees as prescribed in the rules which is
very nominal for such information.

If the information is available to the DO, he or she
shall provide the information to the applicant within
20 (twenty) working days from the date of receiving
the request. It is to be noted that if a request made is
relating to the life and death, arrest and release from
jail of any person, the DO shall provide preliminary
information thereof within 24 (twenty-four) hours. If
the DO fails to provide information within the time-
frame as mentioned it shall be presumed that the
request for information has been rejected. If any
person fails to receive information within the
specified time or is aggrieved by a decision of the DO
may, within 30 (thirty) days from the expiry of such
period or, as the case may be, from the receipt of
such a decision, prefer an appeal to the appellate
authority. The appellate authority shall within 15
(fifteen) days of the receipt of the appeal dispose it
as per law and rules.

The Act has provided scope to an aggrieved person
to lodge a complaint directly to the Information
Commission, the apex administrative body of
protecting right to information. A complaint may be
lodged to the information Commission at any time
against the order of appellate authority or if he gets
no information within the specified time or gets no
decision about providing information within 30
(thirty) days from the date of such decision. If the
Information Commission is satisfied upon an
complaint or otherwise that any authority or, as the
case may be, any DO has failed to do any act or has



done an act that was against the provisions of this Act, it may take action against such authority or DO.The
Information Commission in general is supposed to dispose of any complaint within 45 {forty five) days of
receiving such complaint, but, in special cases, if it requires can extend time up to 75 (seventy five) days
including extended time. Any decision passed by the Information Commission shall be binding upon all
concerned.

It is for the general information of the readers that ministry of Industries is working seriously on Right to
Information. The Ministry and all of its affiliated organization including the field office of the affiliated
organizations have appointed Designated Officers for each information providing units. The ministry in its
dynamic website (www.moind.gov.bd) has created a menu on RT| and proactively disclosed almost all the
information as per RTIA. The information providing Units of the ministry and other subordinate organizations
are always ready to cooperate and serve the people with the deliverable information.
